• 2021 Palisades Canyon Cabernet Sauvignon ($185): 
A bold Cabernet from the rugged Palisades Canyon, 
this wine is full of intense black fruit flavors and 
smoky undertones. Its firm tannic structure and 
earthy depth make it an ideal candidate for aging, 
while still being enjoyable in its youth.

• 2021 Palisades Canyon Chenile Blanc ($75): This 
Chenile Blanc is a refreshing white with bright 
acidity, offering flavors of citrus zest, green apple, 
and subtle floral notes. Its clean, crisp profile makes 
it a delightful pairing for seafood or light appetizers.

• 2021 Palisades Canyon Shiraz ($85): A rich and 
robust Shiraz, bursting with dark berries, pepper, 
and smoky spice. The velvety tannins and bold flavors 
make this wine a standout, offering both intensity 
and balance.

• 2021 Annulus Vine Hill Ranch Vineyard 
Cabernet Sauvignon ($250): From 
the prestigious Vine Hill Ranch, this 
Cabernet shines with layered notes 
of blackberry, cassis, and a touch of 
tobacco. It’s beautifully structured, with 
firm tannins and a long, velvety finish. A 
true reflection of its vineyard, this wine 
offers both finesse and power.
